Asia (Palgrave Macmillan, 2007). In 2008, she was awarded the Martin
Duber man Fellowship by the Center for Lesbian and Gay Studies, City
Uni versity of New York, for her research on tombois and femmes in In -
donesia and for her longstanding contribution to the study of LGBT issues.
